The RSB is the primary provider of free services to almost 12,000 South Australian’s who are blind or vision impaired, providing low vision rehabilitation, vocational, mobility and RSB Guide Dog Services to assist people to live as independently as possible.

 

The aim of the RSB Community Education Program is to educate and create awareness of eye health and prevention of vision loss as well as provide information about the services the RSB provide. The Program has two streams- RSB Community Education and the My Eye Health Program. Both entail the delivery of eye health education and awareness information throughout South Australia.

 

The Program requires an individual skilled in the delivery of allied health education and information with a passion to assist the community. The successful applicant will have exceptional communication skills as well as excellent organisation and time management skills. Public speaking skills are integral to this role as well as an affinity to talk with people one on one.

 

Reporting to the Manager, Marketing and Fundraising, you also have a direct report, namely the RSB Community Educator. You work together closely as a project team and have the support of the Marketing and Fundraising team.

 

A key responsibility is to further develop the Program, which involves building strong relationships with external organisations such as RANZCO, Freemasons, Optometrist Association-SA and other related bodies.

 

The Coordinator will need to implement delivery of the Program as well as develop and promote it.

 

The role requires a relevant degree such as Health Science, Nursing, Public Health or experience in delivering community health programs. This role is ideal for someone already delivering community health education into the community.

 

A sound knowledge and understanding of vision impairment and empathy for people who are blind or vision impaired is highly desirable.

 

A current Driver’s Licence and the capacity to travel throughout South Australia and undertake evening and weekend work when required is essential. The salary package includes a fully maintained vehicle.
